The .nz domain name space values accountability and transparency. This is why .nz
registration details are public. When you register a .nz domain name, you need to
provide some contact details. These include your name, address, telephone number
and email address.

This information is displayed on the registration record. But it doesn’'t mean that anyone
can search your name and find your details. Your registration details only appear when
your domain name itself is entered in a .nz query search (or a WHOIS search).
